ORDER

This case has been remanded by the United States Supreme
Court for reconsideration in light of the Court's decision in
INS v. St. Cyr, 121 S. Ct. 2271 (2001). See Fasano v.
Richards-Diaz, 121 S. Ct. 2584 (2001). We asked for further
briefing and, in such briefing, the parties agree that, in light
of St. Cyr, petitioner is eligible to apply for discretionary
relief from deportation under former § 212(c) of the Immigra-
tion and Naturalization Act, 8 U.S.C. § 1182(c) (1994).1

Accordingly, the judgment of the district court is vacated
and this case is remanded to the district court with directions
