SCHROEDER, Chief Judge, dissenting in part,

I agree that the petition for rehearing should be granted and
the original opinion withdrawn. Waiting for the United States
Supreme Court to decide whether a federal habeas petition
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tolls the year limitation period is useful, because it will let
Jiminez know whether he will have any time to file a new or



amended petition after he exhausts state remedies. It is not
necessary to wait for Walker, however, to review the district
court's dismissal of this petition, since it was filed before the
year period expired. Because it contained unexhausted claims,
it should have been dismissed without prejudice. See Slack v.
McDaniel, 120 S. Ct. 1595, 1605-06 (2000).
